President’s Letter

At the last Planning Commission meeting, the Commission voted to adopt resolutions
recommending City Council approval of the General Plan Amendment 2010-003
and Climate Action Plan; and recommended that the City Council certify the Final
Environmental Impact Report ("EIR"), adopt a Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting
Program, and adopt a Statement of Overriding Considerations, for the West
Hollywood General Plan and Climate Action Plan.

If the City Council follows these recommendations, you can expect to see more
intense zoning, and proposals for 3-story, 4-story and 5-story projects on Melrose,
Beverly Boulevard and La Cienega. If passed, you can expect to see billboards/tall
walls on Beverly, as the City looks for new ways to generate revenue. If passed, you
can expect to see less traffic mitigations and lower parking requirements for new
commercial developments.

What can you do?

First, you must attend these upcoming City meetings. If you dont want West
Hollywood to become another Westwood, and Melrose, another Wilshire, you must
speak up now. Please attend these City meetings regarding the General Plan update
and commercial development on Melrose. Otherwise, say good-bye to the Melrose
Avenue where you loved to walk, shop and play.

Second, if you haven't already sent in your 2010 contribution to WHWRA, please do
it now. WITHOUT YOUR COMMITMENT TO HELP RAISE FUNDS, WHWRA
CANNOT CONTINUE TO TAKE ON THESE CHALLENGES. WE CANNOT DO
